Getting 

help t o  these  folks re quires creative  partnerships with  organizations of  all  sizes and  in  lots of  

places. Th at’s why we’re  supporting the  Kansas Statewide Homeless �oalition.”  

Additionally, Aetna  donated $5 5,000 to other  housing and  homeless  service providers,  

including Bert  Nash  Community Mental Health  Center, Inc.,  the Mental  Health  Association  

Residential  Care, Inc., Breakthrough  House, Inc.  and  Mental  Health  America of  the He artland.  

Aetna Better Health of Kansas also administers a grant program in Kansas called No Place Like 

Home, which supports community-based organizations that help Aetna members access or 

maintain housing. Funds provide one-time emergency housing assistance to help keep 

members in their home or to establish a new home in the community.
